Activity Description:  Adult spinal deformity surgery presents several decision making challenges due to high complication rates, varying etiologies and psychosocial variances. A recently concluded SRS survey showed that 64% of respondents were very interested in the SRS developing shared decision making tools for adult deformity surgery.
