Activity Description:  This symposium will bring together international, adult and pediatric perspectives on value and safety in the care of the spinal deformity patient.   This will take the theme of risk stratification which was discussed this year and apply this to larger scale problems.  We would utilize our faculty expertise to describe the current state with a lens that allows us to understand the future state and tackle our challenges in an organized manner.   This includes a detailed analysis of dashboards, horizontal systems, cost-effectiveness strategies, patient and provider perspectives along with hospital and payor changes around MACRA and other new legislation in several of the countries whose faculty are represented.  





What do you hope to accomplish by offering this activity? What problems in patient care or other work related to the practice of medicine do you hope to address? 





We can do a lot together to root out waste and provide a better product for our patients.  This year we had the first organized effort to do this with our focus on risk stratification.  What is needed next is to provide the symposium attendee with the tools that allow the enhancement of safety and value in each step of the care process. We would provide them with these tools from the faculty who have developed them and demonstrated their worth in the peer reviewed literature.   





After this activity has been completed, what steps will be taken to reinforce the education presented? How will an improvement in clinical practice be assessed?


This event will be the next step of larger scale initiative of the Scoliosis Research Society to focus on the topics of safety and value in the care of deformity patients.   This will be reinforced by increased contributions to the literature as well as our membership having increased knowledge about the principles of safety and value in their daily practice.  An improvement in clinical practice will be assessed by a questionnaire (as was recently completed/published on dual surgeons) and 


subsequent publication.
