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Activity Description:  





Complications are an important component of risk of surgery, and understanding complications is essential for informed choice.  This program will review complications in pediatric and adult deformity surgery with the purpose of discussing the expected incidence of specific complications, techniques to avoid specific complications, and the impact of complications on outcomes.


The purpose of the paper is to guide an evidence-based approach to safe spine surgery.

This session will be inclusive of pediatric and adult deformity.  The purpose of the activity is to guide an evidence-based approach to safety and quality in spine surgery.  Recognizing expected rates of complications, and comparing observed and expected rates is the foundation for quality improvement efforts.  This program will guide efforts of surgeons to improve quality of care and encourage learning from the experiences of centers around the world.

This program will give guidance on the development of perioperative pathways and protocols for appropriate care.  Folllow-up surveys may be used to assess improvements of changes in practice.
